Pope Saint Gregory XVII was solemnly canonized by his Successor Pope Saint
Petgr 11 the Great, on the 24" of March in the year 2005, Festivity of Holy Thursday.
He is buried in the Cathedral-Basilica of Our Crowned Mother of El Palmar. Declared
Very Great Doctor of the Church by Pope Saint Peter II the Great on the 23 of April
2005. On the 29® of July 2005, Pope Saint Peter II the Great defined infallibly that
the soul of Pope Saint Gregory XVII the Very Great, de Gléria Olivee, had not passed
through Purgatory, but had gone directly to Heaven.

Chapter 11
265. Saint Peter II the Great. De Cruce Apocalyptica

In the world, Manuel Alonso Corral, and later Bishop Father Isidore Mary. He
was bormmn in Cabeza del Buey-Badajoz, Spain, on Thursday the 22" of November
1934, feastday of Saint Cecilia, virgin and martyr; so that he was given the second
baptismal name of Cecil. Pontificate: from the 21 of March 2005 to the 15% of July
2011. Qreat Doctor, vilely calumniated and betrayed, Cofounder of the Order of
Carmelites of the Holy Face, Patriarch of El Palmar de Troya, Second Principal
Column of the Church of Christ in the spiritual desert of El Palmar de Troya, Protector
gnd Defender of the Holy Palmarian Christian Church, Magnanimous Collaborator
in Pa}lmarian Doctrine and Discipline, Aflame with the Zeal of Elias, Lofty Solar
Lummgry of the Church. He occupied the Cathedra of Saint Peter Apostle immediately
following the death of Saint Gregory XVII, by Apostolic Decree of Succession dated
the 24® of October in the year 2000, drawn up and signed by his Revered Predecessor.
He was Secretary of State during the whole Pontificate of Pope Saint Gregory XVII.

Manuel Alonso was the great propagator of the Palmarian Messages given to
Clemente Dominguez, and accompanied him on many of his apostolic journeys
throughout the world. They both lost their jobs unfairly on account of their valiant
defence of the Work of El Palmar. Though he was not himself a seer, on certain

occasions, both as a layman and as Bishop, he had personal charisms which

strengthened him further, if possible, in the truth of El Palmar. The Divine Work of
El Palmar de Troya was fiercely persecuted by the progressivist and ruinous hierarchy
of the Roman Church, then ruled by glorious Pope Saint Paul VI, Martyr of the
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Vatican, who was aware of the Apparitions and Messages of El Palmar, handed over
to him by the seer himself. Saint Paul VI never condemned the Work of El Palmar de
Troya. Clemente Dominguez and Manuel Alonso had to defend the Apparitions of
El Palmar with great energy and tenacity. On the 234 of December 1975, despite
many obstacles, Clemente Dominguez y Gomez, by order of Our Lord Jesus Christ,
founded the Religious Order “Carmelites of the Holy Face in Company of Jesus and
Mary”, of which Manuel Alonso Corral is Cofounder. On the 1% of January 1976, at
the request of the Most Holy Virgin, Clemente Dominguez and Manuel Alonso were
ordained Priests by Archbishop Saint Peter Martin Ng6-dinh Thuc, who had arrived
from Rome some days previously. And on the 11* of January 1976, they were both
consecrated Bishops. At the death of Pope Saint Paul VI on the 6" of August 1978,
Bishop Father Ferdinand, Clemente Dominguez y Goémez in the world, in the city of
Santa Fe de Bogota, capital of Colombia, was elected, anointed and crowned Pope
directly by Our Lord Jesus Christ. Three day later, the new Pope, called Gregory
XVII, de Gléria Olivee, translated the See of the Church from Rome to El Palmar de
Troya, Seville, Spain. Thus began the history of the Papacy in El Palmar de Troya,
with the mission of restoring and maintaining doctrinal and disciplinary integrity in
Christ’s Church, by way of profound reforms and magisterial teachings. For this
purpose, Pope Saint Gregory XVII the Very Great convoked the Holy, Great, Dogmatic
First Palmarian Council and the Holy, Great, Dogmatic Second Palmarian Council,
assemblies in which the then Most Reverend Father Isidore Mary, Secretary of State,
took part as principal collaborator. The great reform work reached its peak with the
elaboration and publication of the Holy Palmarian Bible.

Most Reverend Father Isidore Mary, by order of Pope Saint Gregory XVII the
Very Great, travelled through different parts of the world preaching and teaching the
true Palmarian Catholic doctrine. On the 24® of October in the year 2000, Pope
Saint Gregory XVII the Very Great drew up and signed an Apostolic Decree, naming
his Secretary of State, Bishop Father Isidore Mary, as his successor in the Cathedra
of Saint Peter. Immediately after the death of Pope Saint Gregory XVII on the 21% of
March 2005, in El Palmar de Troya, the new Pope began his Pontificate with the
name of Peter 11, de Cruce Apocalyptica. On the 24® of March, Holy Thursday, his
official coronation took place in the Cathedral-Basilica of Our Crowned Mother of
El Palmar in El Palmar de Troya. The Papacy of the Glorious Vicar of Christ, Peter
11, lasted six years, three months and twenty-four days. On the same day his papacy
began, he named Most Reverend Father Sergius Mary as his Secretary of State, who
collaborated with him in all the arduous tasks which the Church’s Government
involves. He was a Pope of great labours in the Church’s interests, as he drew up and
approved the magnum opus of Palmarian Ecclesiastical History, as likewise the
Palmarian Lives of the Saints, the Children’s Grade Bible, and the Elementary and
Intermediate Grade Bibles. He also revised and rearranged the Messages of El Palmar
de Troya. Warranting special mention among his writings are his Thirty Apostolic
Letters sent out to the Church to teach, correct and hearten his Flock, which he loved
so dearly as great Shepherd. He declared the Holy Years 2008, 2010 and 2011. He
solemnly consecrated the Church Militant, the World and the entire Universe to the
Eternal Father on the 21% of March 2008. As likewise he solemnly consecrated the
Church, Spain, the World and the entire Universe to the Holy Face of Our Lord
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jesus Christ on the 30® of March 2010. He also brought up to date, revised and
retouched different doctrinal texts. He raised a great number of outstanding members
of Christ’s Mystical Body to the rank of the Glory of the Altars and declared Doctors
of the Church. On the 22" of October 2006, he infallibly defined that the Infernal
Dragon incarnate, or Antichrist-in-person, or Man of Iniquity, was born in the year
2000, in Bethlehem, city of David, the very city where Our Lord Jesus Christ, Saviour
of the world, was born. Likewise, on the 237 of July 2006, he infallibly defined that
he was descended on his father’s side from Saint Ferdinand I, king of Castile and
Le6n, and his first wife Saint Beatrice of Swabia; and on his mother’s side from
Saint Alphonse Sanchez de Cepeda and his second wife Saint Beatrice de Ahumada,
parents of the exalted Reformatrix of Carmel, Saint Teresa of Jesus. He also
dogmatically defined other doctrinal matters. As Pope he had a great interest in
visiting and celebrating Holy Masses in different cities and countries in which his
Sacred Feet had trodden, and thus be able to make the word of God bear fruit, in
imitation of the first Pope Saint Peter I the Very Great. And so, following this yearning,
being the first Pope known to have done so, he celebrated Holy Mass in Russia, on
the 27" and 28" of May 2008 in Saint Petersburg, and on the 29 30® and 31% of
May 2008 in Moscow. In Moscow he consecrated Russia to the Holy Face, to Our
Crowned Mother of El Palmar and to Most Holy Crowned Saint J oseph of El Palmar,
to implore the Eternal Father for the swift conversion of the Russian people.

On the 6% of July 2010, His Holiness Pope Peter I, verbally, in the roll-call patio
before the whole Community of Friars there present, named Most Reverend Father
Sergius Mary of the Holy Face and of the Immaculate Heart of Mary as his successor,
so that in the event of his death Most Reverend Father Sergius Mary might occupy
the Cathedra of Saint Peter, as Vicar of Christ, and also named him as his successor
as Superior General of the Order of Carmelites of the Holy Face. On the 3 of March
in the year 2011, His Holiness Pope Peter I, by means of a Sacred Decree, named
Most Reverend Father Sergius Mary to succeed him, following his death, in the
Papacy and as Superior General of the Order of Carmelites of the Holy Face.

He died in the papal apartments in the monastery of the Carmelites of the Holy
Face in the Sacred Place of El Palmar de Troya, at 8,07 pm on the 15% of July 2011,
following a long and harrowing illness. Pope Saint Peter II the Great was solemnly
canonized by his Successor Pope Gregory XVIII on the 17% of July in the year 2011.
In the Act of his canonization, he was declared “the Great”, and was named “Protector
and Defender of the Holy Palmarian Christian Church”. He is buried in the Cathedral-
Basilica of Our Crowned Mother of El Palmar. He was declared Great Doctor of the
Church by His Holiness Pope Gregory XVIII on the 26% of July in the year 2011. On
the 28th of April 2013, His Holiness Pope Gregory XVIII infallibly defined that the
soul of Pope Saint Peter II the Great, De Cruce Apocalyptica, had not passed through
Purgatory, but had gone straight to Heaven.

Chapter II1
966. His Holiness Pope Gregory XVIIL Recéptor Christi

Pontificate: From the 15% of July 2011.
In the world, Ginés Jests Hernandez Martinez, he was born in Puebla de Mula,
Murcia, Spain. From his youth he began to pilgrim to the Sacred Place of Apparitions
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of El Palmar de Troya. He studied in the Seminary of Toledo for a yeaf, greatly
persecuted for being “Palmarian”. He entered the Order of Carmelites of the Holy
Face in Company of Jesus and Mary, in which he was ordained Priest and consecrated
Bishop on the 2™ of December 1984, with the name of Father Sergius Mary of the
Holy Face and of the Immaculate Heart of Mary. On the 19% of April 1997, owing to
the death of Saint Elias Mary of the Holy Face, Pope Saint Gregory XVII named
Father Sergius Mary as Substitute of the Secretariat of State. From his first days in
office, he acted with vigour in defence of the Church. During the whole Pontificate
of Saint Peter 1I the Great, Father Sergius Mary was his Secretary of State and faithful
collaborator. On the 3% of March in the year 2011, Pope Saint Peter II drew up and
signed a Decree of Succession, naming his Secretary of State, Most Reverend Bishop
Father Sergius Mary of the Holy Face, as his successor in the Papacy in the event of
his death. He had already made this manifest verbally and privately before the whole
Community of Religiosos on the 6™ of July in the year 2010. Immediately following
the death of Pope Saint Peter II, on the 15® of July 2011, the new Pope began his
Pontificate with the name of Gregory XVIIL, Recéptor Christi. On Sunday the 17®
of July, his Official Coronation took place in the Cathedral Basilica of Our Crowned
Mother of El Palmar. That same day, the 17% of July, he canonized his revered
predecessor, Pope Peter I Pope Gregory XVIII convoked the Holy, Great and
Dogmatic Third Palmarian Council, which opened on the 6% of January in the year
2012, Festivity of the Lord’s Epiphany, and closed on the 12% of September in the
year 2012, Feast of the Sweetest Name of Mary, declaring the year of its opening,
2012, a Holy Year in honour of the Holy Spirit, in order that He might be given very
special glory and reparation by the children of the Church, imploring His August
Divinity to heap Graces and gifts upon all Palmarian faithful, so necessary in the
face of coming events. He proclaimed Palmarian Holy Year 2012 also owing to the
fortieth anniversary of the enthronement of Our Mother of El Palmar, in the Sacred
Place of the Lentisco in El Palmar de Troya, which fell on the 12% of September that
year. His Holiness Pope Gregory X VIII decreed that as from the year 2012, Palmarian
Holy Week is to begin every year on the 20™ of March and end with the
Commemoration of Resurrection Sunday on the 27® of March, in order that the
Commemoration of Holy Friday may fall on the 25 of March, date of Our Lord
Jesus Christ’s death.

From the Mystical Desert of E1 Palmar de Troya, His Holiness Pope Gregory XVIIL,
as true Vicar of Christ, on the watch and wide-awake, continues to pasture the flock
of the Church, One, Holy, Catholic, Apostolic and Palmarian entrusted to him by
her Divine Founder, Our Lord Jesus Christ. In a world of general apostasy, this
Great Caudillo of the ‘Tajo’, combats present-day errors and aberrations with firmness
and courage, and thus prepares the Church for coming apocalyptic events, which
will culminate with Christ’s Glorious Second Coming, very close.

Conclusion

The present historical review of all the Popes who have shepherded Holy Church
founded by Our Lord Jesus Christ renders null and void all contrary historical lists
and data.
